Installation Notes: Repairs were perfomed on both sides of an expansion joints a 

heavily travelled bridge in Portland. The original elastomeric header material 

deteriorated the joint sealant was damaged. Phoscrete was quickly installed, without 

need to shotblast the rusted reinforcing steel. Blueboard as used to re-establish the 

joint, and was easily removed after pouring both sides of the header.
